The vision of Jennifer Reid, 
‘Candle in the Dark’ saw 
four people only for a meal 
on its first day, Oct 4, 1995. 
The Manchester Parish 
Council made available a 
1500 square foot ‘car port’ 
with two solid walls, a large 
open area and a galvanized
iron roof. It has graduated 
from that to having a 
kitchen, a small storage 
room, two bathrooms and a 
small office. ‘Candle in the 
Dark’ now provides two 
meals a day, five days per 
week as well as clothing, 
footwear and bathing 
facilities. 
The Ministry provides 
counseling for drug addicts, 
alcoholics, the oppressed, 
the depressed as well as 
mentally challenged. 
Eastern Canada & 
Caribbean Kiwanis District 
is proposing a District 
project to help this 
community. The project 
involves the building of a 
new facility for the ‘Candle 
in the Dark’. The building 
will have: Dining Room and 
Kitchen to include better 
dining facilities. It will be 
enclosed to protect clients 
from weather and allow 
other functions such as 
fellowship, spiritual 
messages, arts and crafts 
and skills training. 
Bathrooms: male, female 
and staff. These will provide 
improved facilities for daily 
baths and personal hygiene. 
Storeroom: to provide 
storage for clothing and 
footwear that is donated. 
Increased counseling and 
security: ministering to 
spiritual needs, Candle in 
the Dark has seen an 
increase in the care of 
individuals who require 
mediation, assistance and 
counseling. The counseling 
of drug addicts increases, 
as does the need for 
security. 
 
EC&C is looking for 100% 
support for this project.  The 
target is $600 per club.  
Let’s get Division 8 behind 
this worthwhile project! Six 
of the nine clubs in our 
division are fundraising 
clubs. This would provide 
$5,400 dollars.
